Northern Members (N) are reimbursed from their Global budget for air travel and accommodation during travel in their riding. Northern Members are atlowed to charge 4 return trips

of air charter travel per year within their riding to the 64 point travel system,

(6) Al eligible Members, other than the Speaker, may claim the cost of accommodation in Toronto. A Member whose principal residence is within 50km of the seat of Government may claim
actual costs of accommodation incurred due to special or unusual circumstances on an overnight basis only. Accommodation expenses for MPP's may not exceed $22,518. Ministers of the
Crown and the Leaders of the Opposition and the Recognized Party may claim up to $23,518 annually. The Toronto Accommodation allowance is prorated on changes due to elections and
appointments of Ministers of the Crown. Resigned/defeated Members can claim the cost of one shipment of personal property from Toronto to their residence.
